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Traditional analsis of technical
intelligence collection focuses on
monitoring known targets.
However, with the nonconventional
conflicts the Department of
Defense is increasingly confronted
with, this process is often too slow
to function against unknown adver-
sares with modest assets which
biend into the background.
Traditionally, the ABl approach was
only used in a crisis situation,
where the priority allowed all
assets (technical and analytical)
1o be focused on one problem.
Experience has taught us this
methodology 15 appropriate for
these unknown adversaries, and
the required asset diversity 15 often
available at a lower, NON-Crsis
level.

AB| can benefit any organization
with the ability to task persistent
SEensors or a diverse sensor mix.
ABI is designed to effectively
handle a large and diverse
amount of data collection.

Technical collection capabilities
will continue to grow, as Sensors
become smaller and cheaper, and
more and more platforms mount
a vanety of sensors. In order for
the collection system and data
explotation 1o be properly man-
aged in a timely manner, new
technigues, methodologies,
workflows, and computer systems
will need be developed and
leveraged. AB| seeks to manage
this system integration holistically.
